1. Students are expected to write each test on the dates specified. There will be three in-class
tests in this course. There will be no make-up tests except under extraordinary documented
circumstances.

2. Ifthe students have legitimate reasons (e.g. severe illness), the student must contact the
appropriate Teaching Assistant (according to your lastname, see TA section for email
addresses) and cc a copy to the Course Director via email within 48 hours of the date of the
original test, failure to inform the TA and the Course Director on time will result in “0%”
for that test. In your email, you must state your name, student number, and the reason you
cannot take the test.

3. The student must show appropriate documentation to the TAs who are in charge of make-up
tests. The doumentation must verify the circumstances for the missed test. Test missed on the
grounds of medical conditions must be supported by an attending physician's statement
Form.

4. All make-up tests will be held approximately one week following the original test date. You will
